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Cologne is Germany's fourth-largest city (after Berlin,
Hamburg and Munich), and is the largest city both in
the German Federal State of North Rhine-Westphalia

and within the Rhine-Ruhr Metropolitan Area, one of the ¥ g Gologne

major European metropolitan areas with more than ten
million inhabitants. It is one of the oldest cities in
Germany, having been founded by the Romans in the

year 38 BC.
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Great Saint Martin Church is a Romanesque Catholic church in

Cologne,

Germany. It was founded circa 960 AD on what was then

an island in the Rhine, and was later transformed into a
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crossing tower that is a landmark of Cologne's Old Town, were erected between 1150-
1250. The church was badly damaged in World War II, but has now been restored.

Cologhe Cathedral is the seat of the Archbishop of Cologne,
Cardinal Joachim Meisner, and is under the administration of the
archdiocese of Cologne. It is renowned as a monument of
Christianity, of German Catholicism in particular, of Gothic
architecture, and of the faith and perseverance of the people of
the city in which it stands. It is dedicated to Saint Peter and the
Blessed Virgin Mary.
